1. Match the front stand, rear stand and the handle together by their holes and lock
them together with hex head flange screw.

2. Secure the axle mounting bracket and stand connecting plate to the front and rear
stands with the four pan head screws.

3. Slide the axle through the mounting bracket.

4. Secure the wheels to the axle by fixing the retaining ring to the groove at the end
of the axle.

5. Secure circulator head to stand and lock it with the tilting knob through frame,
rubber isolator, and into the circulator head.

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OPERATION INSTRUCTION

1. Place the fan on a safe, flat surface where it can not fall or be pulled by the cord.
2. Adjust the desired speed by rotating the switch knob at the back of fan.

3. Loosen the tilting knobs and adjust the circulator head to desired angle and tighten
the tilting knobs again after that.

CARE AND CLEANING

Unplug the appliance before cleaning. Don’t use any water for cleaning metal surfaces.

Slightly moisten a cloth and then wipe off the surfaces of the fan. In order to remove
dust from the grill, use a vacuum cleaner or remove the front grill by removing the
securing screws on the edge of the grill. After cleaning, remount the grill. After doing
this, fasten the screws on the edge of the grill.
