ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTION

1. Remove four screws and the spring washers from base and keep them for next step.
Assemble the lower pole to the based by tighten the four screws and the spring
washers removed before.

2. Insert the spring into the lower pole as shown in the picture below.
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3. Remove the two screws from the upper pole and keep them for next step.
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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTION

4. Insert upper pole into lower pole and fix it by tightening the two screws from step 3.
Adjust to the desired height and tighten it by locking the L-shaped handle.
NOTE: The upper pole will be springed upwards by the spring when tryting to
inserting the upper pole to the lower pole.
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5. Attach the support frame to the upper pole and tighten it accordingly by using hex
head screws and spring washers.
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6. Secure the motor to the support frame and tighten it with the locking screws provided.

7. Remove the external teeth lock washers, flat washers, spring washers and hex nuts
from the motor and keep them for next step.

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8. Secure the rear guard to the motor and fix it with the external teeth lock washers, flat
washers, spring washers and hex nuts removed from step 7.

9. Attach the fan blades to the motor shaft and lock it accordingly.

OPERATION INSTRUCTION

1. Use the pull chain switch located on back of motor to operate the fan or select

speeds.
STOP
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2. Turn the oscillation function on by pushing the oscillation button down.
Turn the oscillation function off by pulling the oscillation button up.
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3. To adjust the angle of the fan head, loosen the M6 hex nut, tilt the fan head to the
desired angle, and re-tighten the M6 hex nut.
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CARE AND CLEANING

Unplug the appliance before cleaning. Don’t use any water for cleaning metal surfaces.

Slightly moisten a cloth and then wipe off the surfaces of the fan. In order to remove
dust from the grill, use a vacuum cleaner or remove the front grill by removing the
securing screws on the edge of the grill. After cleaning, remount the grill. After doing
this, fasten the screws on the edge of the grill.
